Call to order & roll call: Town Board members present: Tom Marx, James Brooks, James Bechen, Robert Benson, James Schommer.

Citizen Input: Denise Denise Patterson/Amber Elsing - we’d like to do a controlled burn in Wildenberg Park, it’s badly needed. James Brooks has talked to Fire Chief Bobby Annen and he’s willing to have the LAFD do the burn. Elsing – we’re also having problems with people being in the park after dark walking around with flashlights. There’s also an old rusted car and lots of broken glass. Goeske – the DNR will have to issue the required permit to do this controlled burn, and they would know if there are any endangered species in that area.
Cliff Roberts – I would like the board to take a serious look at the town’s current Engineer. I have a report prepared by the Engineer on 6/19/15 that has (a) my address incorrect; (b) is requiring me to do work that isn’t required by town ordinance; (c) requiring gutters when the town ordinance doesn’t state they’re required anywhere; (d) water spout to run underground, also not required by ordinance. Benson – I don’t think what the Engineer is recommending to Cliff is not based on ordinance but based on his Engineering expertise. 

Carol Jeselski – about 10 months ago I asked the board something and have to-date not (June 30th Town Board meeting?) received any kind of response from any board member. One concern is our lack or tornado sirens in the town. Another was the table at the Transfer Site. Plus additional stop signs needed near Michael Park. And why are cats allowed to run free with no licenses and not on a leash, and why are they not required to have rabies shots? Tom – I can not speak for past boards, but going forward we will answer concerns. Benson – first we need to take a step back because 3 out of the 5 board members are brand new. I don’t remember sirens being brought up back then. Brooks – we do care about the public. Goeske – sirens were brought up about 8 years ago and the board decided at that time that the cost was too much.
Gene Fleming – I’ve got 2 things to talk about. First, tornado sirens have a radius that has to be determined in order to cover the area that needs to be covered. Dane County has a good siren system, I’ve worked on about 75% of it over the years. Second, the problem with the blight in Harmony Grove. The picture I’ve given you tonight is an example. My neighbor has 5+ cars parked in his driveway, including at least 1 that’s plates are not valid. There’s other properties that have vehicles at several other properties that haven’t moved in years, some are up on jacks for years, etc… This should lower our property value. Ingrid Fleming – no one wants to live next door to these places. Put yourself in our place, would you want to live next to it? Goeske – the town attorney has stated that the town’s ordinances do not have enough teeth to carry out enforcement of these problems. 

Jean Bruhn – if you have a daycare in your home do you have to have any kind of permit? Goeske – if you take care of more than 4 you need a license from the State of WI, but for any kind of business in a home you need a CUP from Columbia County.
Andrea Jansen, Baker Tilly Virchow Krause re: 2014 Audit: Jansen - we issued the reports on April 1st. "Financial Statement" Report: Page 2 – we have a modified cash basis statement that is not within GASB 34, which would require many, many more accounting staffing and hours. Page 4 – there’s a new account group for general long term obligations (the town hall loan), which should be paid off in 2024. Page 25 – debt service fund shows the repayments on the loan. Page 3 – the undesignated fund balance is 37% which is a very healthy number. The GFOA recommendation is 17%. Bechen – where do we find how that 37% was calculated? Andrea: based on your expenditures. "Communications to Those Charged with Governance and Management" Report: Page 1 is the required language doesn’t tell you about all the things that are going right with the town. What is in this report is exactly what we’d expect with a staff of just 1. Marx – is there anything you could suggest we do to improve this report? Jansen – short of hiring another 4-5 staff, it’s just the town board looking over the financials more closely. We encourage you to reach out to us if you have any questions or suggestions throughout the year.

Marx – I did look at our budget and we’ve gone over in 2015 for the cost of the audit. Andrea – that’s due to the change in the accounting software, which works great for the town’s needs, but doesn’t quite fit as easily into our audit procedures. Schommer – is QuickBooks common for towns? Jansen – yes, but it’s not as good at fund accounting. Brooks – would you suggest another software system? Jansen – it’s whatever the board is comfortable using. Jean Bruhn – I used QuickBooks at the UW and you’re able to set up accounts.  Brooks – about the adverse opinion – is this going out as negative credit for the town? Jansen – if any accounting firm came in they’d give you the same report because you don’t comply with GASB (NOTE: Towns are not required to comply with GASB).

Tom Nack - update on Town Hall: I’ve been talking to ATC the past several months regarding placement of power poles out in front of the Town Hall and moved further away from our parking lot. Another situation is the county’s new easement along CTH V will determine where we can place a Town Hall sign and flag pole. I am continuing as the town’s Owners Rep on these and other issues at the Town Hall. Benson – at the Annual Meeting we had quite an overflow for parking. Is there any way to put in a gravel overflow parking area? Nack – parking as well as the occupancy limit of the Town Hall is limited to 50 due to the entrance/exit into the hallway. Basing parking on the very few days each year that parking may overflow was not economically feasible. Bechen – was there any kind of funding that was held back until this project was done. Nack – there was retainage held until everything was done, but that has been paid out since. Brooks – the tile in the men’s bathroom is cracked from floor to ceiling. And the 1-year warranty has expired in December. Vaughan – during construction vehicles parked off to the side of the building, couldn’t that be done now? Nack – it’s an option. Allison Seaton – how far have we gotten with the UW Capstone project doing our landscaping? Nack – we’ve pretty much put that on hold until the road construction is completed so they don’t undo any landscaping.

Application for lot coverage, side yard, and road right-of-way variances to update house, improve foundation crawl space, take off old cabin part of house, add 2nd floor, add 1 car garage on Parcel 11022-244 owned by Guppy Getaway (Gary & Jane Epping) located in Section 8, Town 10N, Range 8E @ N2501 Rapp Road (Okee): Present – Gary & Jane Epping. 
Gary Epping  – we’re looking to remodel the house, the garage will actually be in the house footprint, the footprint will not change.
Public Input: none
Town Board discussion & action:

Robert Benson – it’s a non-conforming structure built before there were laws regulating this, so to add on you need a variance or variances to do the remodeling. Jack Pfister – the Plan Commission thought this is a great improvement to the property. James Bechen – what is your construction schedule? Gary Epping – we’re hoping to start this Fall so that we can do the interior work over the winter. 

Benson/Bechen motion to recommend to agree with Plan Commission recommendation to approve variances as needed; MC 5-0.

Application for Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for Tourist Rooming House on R-1 Single Family Residence zoned Parcel 11022-285.B owned by Jeff & Mary Grundahl, located in Section 8, Town 10N, Range 8E @ W11373 County Road V (Okee): Present – Jeff & Mary Grundahl. Jeff – we want to use our home on a program called “Vacation Home by Owner”. We’d rent either daily up to a week. We have a business plan, and have appeared before the Plan Commission, who recommended approval of the CUP with several conditions. 
Margaret Vaughan – it says there’s no on street parking. Right across from this house is road right-of-way and is often used for parking. Pfister – others may use it, but renters of this property cannot use it. Jim Seaton – I object to this; this is a single family area and has been for years and these are expensive properties. Once you start allowing these Tourist Rooming Houses how can you stop it. Jean Bruhn – I think this is okay, it helps the economy and this is quite a tourist area. Jerome Williams – the only problem I have is where they’re parking it makes it hard to see traffic. Goeske – I’ve talked recently to Col Co Hwy and they are looking into possibly making that entire stretch, on the non-water side, NO PARKING.

Dan Simms – my mother-in-law owns property on the non-water side of this section of CTH V, so I’m representing her family. We object to this CUP. Pros supporting this being a rental property are limited to only benefiting the property owner, it will not benefit anyone else. Cons against this being a rental property include reduction of adjacent property values due to a commercial operation being among single family homes, last year someone staying at the Grundahl home actually parked across the road IN my mother-in-laws driveway; boat trailer parking is not available in this area, so they park on the non-water side of CTH V; there’s also concerns of noise coming from renters. This should be kept as a single family residence neighborhood. 

Nancy Kessenich – I hate for the neighborhood that I’ve lived in for 34 years to change for this. It’s a very family-oriented neighborhood and I don’t think this neighborhood is the right one for this type of Tourist Rooming House. 

Roberta Arnold – I’m just wondering, if there’s other rental properties like this currently operating in the town, are they being required to get a CUP? Goeske – the County has sent letters to those they have found are doing this requiring them to get a CUP.

Lesly Vetter  - I recently moved to this area because of it being single family area. How is this going to affect the assessments in that area? How will it affect our taxes? Who do you complain to? Goeske – complaints would go to Columbia County Planning & Zoning, their enforce CUP’s. 

Margaret Vaughan – I too object because when you rent a property in order to make money you will have people rent that you cannot check their background, and they’re placed in a family neighborhood. 

John Pickle – do you (Grundahls) plan on living in this area? Jeff – no, we do not live here, it’s our vacation home.

Jack Pfister – the parking is limited to 3 cars, and there is parking for 1 car in the garage and 2 cars in the driveway.

Brooks – how many complaints before their CUP is revoked? Pfister – I believe it’s just one, but I can’t verify that at this time.

Jeff Grundahl – the families we rent to would be good people like we are. We would do due diligence in checking those we rent to. We’re not planning on this being high-turnover rental, we plan on just occasional rentals. Using this home as a rental property actually restricts it more than if it was a single family home. There are numerous other properties like this around Lake Wisconsin.
Jim Seaton – rental is rental, it is different from privately owned. 

Nancy Kessenich – I own several rental properties and most renters are great, but just one bad one can come in and do lots of damage.

Bechen motion to approve CUP with conditions presented; motion died due to lack of a 2nd.

Benson/Bechen motion not to approve CUP. Benson – hearing all the public input tonight against it I question whether this is good for the people in that area, so I cannot support it. Brooks – I moved up here in 1978 into a rented home (Virgil & Wanda Wetzel), and so I’m here due to renting a home. If we approve this CUP we have control over it, if we don’t approve it then they could still go ahead and have people renting there and we’d have no control over it. Schommer – I agree with Benson, I too have never voted against our Plan Commission, and I’m reluctant to do so, but with all the public input against it I don’t feel I can support it. Bechen – I disagree that there are no benefits to neighbors having this rented, it’s being infrequently rented, but those people will go to businesses in the area. The parking problems have been addressed. I don’t see how this is going to change the neighborhood.  Our Planning Commission went through this extensively and voted to approve the CUP by a vote of 5-0. Marx – my past experience in the Village of Waunakee it was the property owner’s duty to go to their neighbors and sell them on their idea so that what happened tonight wouldn’t occur. The owners state they’re 45 minutes away means you are not close enough by to handle problems rapidly. We have public hearings to hear the public. Roll call vote (to not recommend approval of CUP): Marx – yes, Bechen – no, Brooks – yes, Benson – yes; Schommer – yes; MC 4-1
7.
Drainage issues on Parcel 11022-777.01 @ N2770 N. Lake Point Dr. owned by Nirwal Group, LLC (Jeanne Lawrin): Tim Lanzendorf – this started out as Lawrin looking to alleviate water problems on this property. I’ve presented a draft proposal of what could be done, per what Jeanne Lawrin stated to me. I think the Town Engineer needs to look at the entire matter. One idea was to put a swale in her driveway. Her driveway is too close to the one above it for a culvert to work. She wants to blacktop her driveway. There would be costs on both Jeanne Lawrin’s and the towns portion to do this project completely. The water running along her property does not run into the storm sewer currently. An additional problem is plugged storm sewers in this area. Benson – I’ve looked at this and it is an issue the town needs to address. We need to have the town engineer look these over and make his recommendation.

Benson/Schommer motion to send these proposals from Lanzendorf to the town engineer for his review and input; MC 5-0.

Park Street boat launch


(a) Hole at end of concrete platform: Bechen/Benson motion to approve the proposal from K&M not 
to exceed $1,800; MC 5-0. Bechen – in order for this hole to be created by boats power launching how 
did a hole get created the entire 16’ length of the boat launch? Is there something else creating this hole. 
Reg Rand – I use that boat launch, and that launch is such a steep incline that you need power to load 
your boat onto your trailer. And a sign stating “No Power Loading” would be a waste of money. Brooks 
– to be fair do we need to allow others to submit proposals for this? Benson – but this is basically an 
emergency situation.  

(b) "No Power Loading" sign (s): General consensus was that the sign(s) would just be ignored.

Commission/Committee reappointments/appointments to: Schommer/Benson motion to approve reappointments/appoints are presented by Tom Marx; MC 5-0

(a) Plan Commission: Tom Marx (appointed to replace Robert Collins) and James Bechen (appointed 
to replace Michael Plumer). Marx – Neil Ford has recently informed us that he is retiring from the Plan 
Commission. I will be going out to the public to see if any resident is interested. 

(b) Park Commission: Nancy Mitchell (reappointed)

(c) Fire Commission: James Brooks (appointed to replace Robert Collins)

(d) EMS Commission: Jim Tooley (reappointed)

(e) Liaison to Columbia County Sheriff Dept.: James Brooks (new position)

Town Hall internet service: Brooks – our current website provider is through the WI DOA, but it’s their old system. I have contacted them and will be getting our system updated to their newer and much-improved system. I want our website to become the major source of up-to-date information on the town.
12.
Town Board member mileage reimbursement policy: Marx – this is my item that I wanted on the agenda. I’d promised people it would be looked at. What this policy basically says is that town board members can no longer get mileage for mileage incurred within the Town of Lodi municipal boundaries.

Benson/Brooks motion to approve the policy as follows; MC 5-0.
Town of Lodi Travel Reimbursement Policy

Mileage for travel on Town business will be reimbursed on the basis of the commonly used route. Reimbursement will not be made for extra miles logged from a roundabout route. Mileage reimbursement will be at the current rate set by the IRS.  Other travel expenses such as the cost of hotel accommodations and parking costs should be approved in advance by the Town Board.  If time restrictions does not allow for advanced approval by the Town Board, expenses may or may not be approved by the Town Board at their discretion.

Mileage within the town municipal limits is not reimbursable, except in rare instances. Written pre-authorization for mileage claims within the town municipal limits must be obtained from the Town Chairperson or in the case where mileage inside the Town municipal limits is requested by the Town Chairperson, this mileage must be approved in advance by the Town Board. A copy of the authorization must accompany corresponding expense reimbursement requests and these requests must be approved by the Town Board.

Any claims for mileage must be accumulated and submitted no more frequently than monthly and must include the date, purpose, mileage and expenses for each individual trip. This information must be provided on the Town of Lodi Mileage & Expense Log. Travel expenses incurred between an employee's home and work location are considered to be commuting expense and will not be reimbursed. 

Only the driver who furnishes the private vehicle for group trips may claim and be reimbursed for mileage.

Transfer Site:


(a) Resolution 2013-05 related to the Transfer Site: Bechen/Brooks motion to repeal Resolution 2013-
05; MC 4-1 (Schommer – no). Bechen – I don’t think this resolution is serving the community in any 
way. I have talked to numerous residents of the town who oppose this resolution. No one has ever sued 
the town over being injured by something they removed from the Transfer Site. Roberta Arnold – since 
the Transfer Site was created we have increased the number and amount of items that are recycled. If I 
were a lawyer advising the town I would warn you to be careful. I’d talk to your insurance agent about 
what liability the town could open itself up to. If people if were really interested in recycling they’d do 
what is already being done – have a garage sale, donate the items to local charities, etc… and I don’t 
understand what people don’t understand about that. Schommer – I voted for the resolution because the 
town attorney recommended we not have the exchange table and I also talked to our insurance agent, 
who also advised against it. I also talked to the WTA this morning and they believe there are only 4 
towns of the 1,200+ towns in Wisconsin that have an exchange table. This Transfer Site has always been 
a problem and I sometimes wonder if we shouldn’t have contracted it out to a professional company. 
Since Rick Waugh took over the Transfer Site is much neater and run much better. Jim Seaton – I was 
on the Transfer Site Committee for many years, during which time there was an exchange table at the 
Transfer Site. I talked to the head of Columbia County Solid Waste and he told me there are 8-9 
municipalities in Columbia County that have exchange tables. Cliff Roberts – a couple months ago I 
brought up to the town that there are dead trees on town property behind me and that the town doesn’t 
have to take care of that, and if I wanted to cut those trees I’d have to sign a Waiver of Liability, so why 
can’t the same be done at the Transfer Site? Kendra Lasee – I see no problem with taking things I don’t 
want to use to the Transfer Site and having people who could use them take them. Bechen – our tipping 
fees at the Transfer Site have increased greatly since we took away the exchange table, and I believe a 
large portion of that increase is due to that. And I don’t believe anyone takes something from the 
exchange table with the intent on filing a lawsuit on the town. Benson – we had our insurance 
representative here when we discussed this previously; I suggest we have him come back to a meeting. 
Brooks – we have a waiver form where I work for the State of Wisconsin, so I believe the town sure 
could have a waiver form.

(b) Exchange table at the Transfer Site: Marx – the repeal above gives us reason to discuss this 
subject. Brooks – walking around the Town while campaigning I can state that this was the #1 issue 
among residents and 399 out of 400 were for having the exchange table.


Brooks/Schommer motion to table this until we can have our insurance agent and attorney present; MF 
2-3.

Benson/Bechen motion to reinstitute the donation table as soon as Rick Waugh can get one set up, and 
no later than May 1, 2015; Marx – yes, Bechen – yes, Brooks – yes, Benson – yes, Schommer – no; MC 
4-1.


Benson – we need to have our insurance agent at the May meeting and inquire as to whether there are 
volunteers who would help with this table.  


Bechen – how about we have the table in a little enclosed area or in one of the sheds with a sign on the 
fence or shed that states that removing items from that area are at their own liability.


(c) Options to allow burning at the Transfer Site: Goeske – Marc Hamilton, Owner of Strander's 
Sanitary, has offered to donate the use of a 1,000 gallon water tank.

BensonBrooks motion to accept donation and follow-up with DNR; MC 5-0.
14.
Transfer Site/Park Employee Hiring: Marx - there current is a vacancy at the Transfer Site, and we’ve had 2 applications. If it’s ok with the board we will advertise the opening and I will come up with a list of interview questions and will interview applicants and do the hiring, if that is okay with the board. No motion made, general consensus of the board members was this would be okay.
Skid Steer: Benson – our average annual cost is $4,000 to do the snowplowing at the Transfer Site. And we now hire someone to move the mulch pile. Having our own skid steer would allow us to this work ourselves using our own employees. Rather than purchasing a skid steer we could lease a Bobcat  S590 (New) Skid Steer Loader for about $3,000/year (we’d have to buy the bucket at an approximate cost of $1,300) for a 2-year lease. Marx – the lease wording has to be changed to Town of Lodi rather than Village of Lodi.

Schommer/Bechen motion to enter lease agreement presented; MC 5-0.
Brooks – I’ve done hundreds of hours of snowplowing and are we only going to have a bucket? Benson – if we decide to do so we can get a plow blade. Bechen – the lease if 6,500 for 2 years. If we decide after 2 years can we apply the lease towards a purchase? Benson – I’d have to check on that. Brooks – I was on the EMS service in Lodi many years ago and the bays got too small to fit the ambulance in the bay. If this piece of equipment will just barely fit into our current shed, what if we find out this isn’t powerful enough and we have to get a larger one, then it won’t fit in the shed. Benson – it will be powerful enough. I suggest lifting the roof on the building a foot when we do the roof.
